Journey to the Cross: Warnings, Skull, Absolution, Mocking, and Paradise [Luke 23: 27-43]
The text begins with a call to repentance in the form of four warnings to the Daughters of Jerusalem
· FIRST WARNING: Do not weep for Me rather weep for those who reject Me for they have no share in My redemption
The second and third warnings give specific reasons for weeping
· SECOND WARNING: Blessed are the barren women and wombs that do not give birth
· THIRD WARNING: Jesus quotes Hosea 10:8 – Mountains fall on us; hills cover us 
· FOURTH WARNING: If to the moist wood they do these things, to the dry what will happen
Jesus is crucified at the Skull between two criminals fulfilling the prophecy of Isaiah 53:12 And with transgressors He was reckoned
[bookmark: _GoBack]Jesus responds to the crucifixion by praying for ABSOLUTION: Father forgive them for they do not know what they are doing. [What is the response?]
First Response: No one cares
Second Response: Fourfold Mocking
Third Response: the second malefactor declares Jesus innocent and publically confesses Him
Jesus responds with ABSOLUTION: Truly to you, I say, today with Me you will be in Paradise
The rest of the story continues this Holy Week 
· Passover of Jesus on Maundy Thursday – Institution of the Holy Supper
· Signs in heaven and earth and the death of Jesus on Good Friday. 
· New creation of resurrection on Easter Sunday.
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
